This guide provides information and instructions on Discrete Order processes in Blue Origin’s Procure-to-Pay powered by Exostar’s Supply Chain Platform (SCP). The following topics are covered:

Discrete Orders Collaboration Process enables the communication of customer's material requirements through Purchase Order (as “PO” thereafter) creation to the suppliers. The suppliers can collaborate in the process by responding to the PO Requests (Date/Quantity) with the options of Acknowledge and Reject. Customer publishes the POs to the E2open system via a B2B connection. PO indicates the customer's requirements specifying the supplier, Part Number, Site, and Requested Quantity and Requested Date. The E2open system loads a new PO in “New” state. Each PO may contain multiple Line Items and each Line Item will contain one request schedule. Based on the Purchase Orders published by customer, the suppliers can respond by either Acknowledging or Rejecting all lines of the Purchase Order. 

Suppliers can respond to a PO via Web UI and/or Excel Upload:
· Acknowledge: The Supplier agrees to meet the needs (i.e., requested delivery date/requested ship date/request quantity) as specified by customer.
·  this scenario, E2open moves the Request Schedule to “Accepted” state. The Request Quantity and Request Date are copied over to the Promise Quantity and Promise Date.
· In case the supplier proposes a change to the requests, E2open moves the Request Schedule to “Accepted with Change” state.
· Reject : The Supplier is unable to meet the needs or deems that the request is not valid.
· In this scenario, E2open moves the Request Schedule to “Rejected” state.
· Typically, only Accepted Orders will be downloaded to customer's ERP.

To view discrete orders:
1. Click Demand Collaboration, Supply Collaboration, (or Global Collaboration) to expand the menu.
2. You can access Discrete Orders via Summary or Search.

To view a summary of orders by state: Select Summary from the workflow's order menu.

To search for a specific order or group of orders:
· Select Search from the workflow's order menu. For screenshot sample, refer to Summary section.
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History is a record of the changes that have been made to a document file, that provide documentary evidence of the sequence of activities that have affected at any time a specific operation or event, such as PO Response and Shipment Changes.

To search for Blanket Orders history:
1. Select History from the workflow's order menu.
2. Click Search. The Audit Detail screen displays
3. In the History Selector, filter for Change Fields and Operation Types to narrow down the history results set in the list.
[bookmark: _Toc181799496]Act on Discrete Orders
[bookmark: _Toc181799497]Acknowledge
Based on the published POs, the supplier can respond by acknowledging the date/quantity pair against the orders via the Web UI. PO Acknowledge is executed at the line level.

To acknowledge an order:
1. Navigate to the PO. Click the desired order line.
2. Acknowledge: The supplier agrees to meet the needs (i.e. Promise Delivery Date/Quantity) as specified by the customer. In this scenario, E2open moves the Request Schedule to Accepted state.
· If the supplier changes the promises and then accepts the order, in this scenario E2open moves the Request Schedule to Accepted with Changes state.
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Order rejection may happen when the supplier is unable to meet the needs or deems the request is not valid. Order rejection is executed at the line level. 

To reject an order:
1. Navigate to the PO. Click the desired order line.
2. Click the Reject Order button.
· In this scenario, E2open moves the Request Schedule to supplier Rejected state.
· Depending on the solution, the rejected order may need to go through buyer’s approval process.
[bookmark: _Toc181799499]Split Order Schedule into Multiple Promises
Supplier can split/modify schedule into multiple promise lines. To do so:
1. Navigate to the PO. Click the desired order line.
2. Click the Edit Promises button to display Discrete Order Schedules page.
3. Enter the projected Promise Quantity and Promise Dates.
4. Click the Save button.
· In this scenario, E2open moves the Request Schedule to Accepted with Changes state.
[bookmark: _Toc181799500]Add Promises from Shipment
Supplier can add promises at any schedule/line level. To add promises from a shipment:
1. Navigate to the Customer Order. Click the desired order line or schedule line.
2. Click the three dots icon (at the beginning of the table row). Click Add Promise from ASN.
3. In the ASN Search screen, enter your filter criteria to search for relevant shipments. The Default ASN List opens.
4. Select the shipment from which you want to add promise. Click Next.
NOTE: The promise is added to the selected order schedule/line.

3. You can drag and drop your file to upload or click the Or Select Files button and choose the file you desire.
4. Enter a descriptive note in the Comments field to help differentiate your uploads.
5. Click the Next button.
6. The Status column indicates the progress of the file to be uploaded. When Status displays Completed, click the File Name to verify the update file.

Perform the below steps to download data:
1. Navigate to Menu.
2. Click Downloads to expand the menu.
3. Under Order Execution (Buy Item), click the desired type of data to download, e.g. Discrete Order.
4. Enter your search criteria to download data only pertinent to your search.
5. Click the Search to Download button to continue.
6. Click the appropriate Document Type based on your objective.
7. Optionally, enter a comment to identify your download jobs.
8. Click the Next button to continue.
9. The Status column indicates the progress of the file to be uploaded. When Status displays "Completed, click the File Name to verify the update file.
10. If the Buyer has selected the Document Type Order Download to Shipment Create, the Buyer can click on the shipmentUpload.xlsx file to update the file.
11. Buyer can fill out the missing fields in this pre-populated file and upload it back to the system.
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To fill in discrete order response details as a customer:
1. Open the downloaded Discrete Order spreadsheet.
2. Click the Enable Content button when prompted by MS Excel.
3. Fill in all mandatory data columns which denoted with an asterisk mark (*) and blue fonts.
4. Depending on your business scenario and your user role, enter appropriate Action into the PO spreadsheet.
a. Action Code is case sensitive.
b. Navigate to the same Excel spreadsheet and from the Specifications tab to find available action codes (i.e. InsertOrUpdate, Cancel, Close).
5. Delete irrelevant data rows from the Excel spreadsheet to avoid upload error.
6. Save this file in your local drive for later use.
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To fill in discrete order response details as a supplier:
1. Open the downloaded Discrete Order spreadsheet.
2. Click the Enable Content button when prompted by MS Excel.
3. Fill in all mandatory data columns which denoted with an asterisk mark (*) and blue fonts.
a. For Supplier users, if you want to split your schedule, enter Promise ID and promises in the respective lines.
4. Depending on your business scenario and your user role, enter appropriate Action into the PO spreadsheet.
a. Action Code is case sensitive.
b. Navigate to the same Excel spreadsheet and from the Specifications tab to find available action codes (i.e. InsertOrUpdate, Update, Reject).
5. Delete irrelevant data rows from the Excel spreadsheet to avoid upload error.
6. Save this file in your local drive for later use.
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Perform the following steps to export data:
1. Navigate to Menu > Downloads to expand the menu.
2. Under Order Execution (Buy Item), click the desired type of data to download, e.g. Discrete Order.
3. Enter your search criteria to download data only pertinent to your search.
4. Click the Search to Download button to continue.
5. Select "Customer Order UI Export" from the drop-down menu.
6. Click the Configure icon and click the Next button.
a. To add data columns to be exported into Excel, click the desired data fields from the Available Fields, then click the arrow button (>) to move it to Download Fields.
b. To remove data columns from the file to be exported, select the unnecessary data fields from Download Fields, then click the arrow button (<) to move it back to Available Fields.
c. Use the arrows to reorder the sorting columns.
7. Name and save your choices.
8. Download Setting is defaulted to your choice.

	Definition

	The state assigned to a new order line or request schedule when it's loaded into the E2open system.

Suppliers can respond to it and perform downstream transactions.

	The state assigned to a changed order line or request schedule when it's loaded into the E2open system.

Suppliers can respond to it and perform downstream transactions.

	Supplier Rejected
	The supplier rejected the customer’s request schedule.

	Accepted w/Changes (AWC)
	The supplier accepted the request schedule with changes to the promise date and/or promise quantity.

Suppliers can respond to it and perform downstream transactions.

	Accepted
	The supplier accepted the request schedule as-is. The promise date and promise quantity match the request date and request quantity.

Suppliers can respond to it and perform downstream transactions.

	Partially Shipped
	The supplier shipped the order but hasn't satisfied the entire request quantity.

	Shipped
	The supplier shipped the order, shipped quantity is equal to or greater than order’s request quantity.

	Closed
	The customer closed the order line or request schedule.

The supplier can't make changes or respond to the order line.

Closed request schedules can't be used as reference orders when creating downstream transactions in the web portal, but B2B and Excel upload are still supported.

	The customer cancelled the request schedule.

Cancelled request schedules can't be used as reference orders when creating downstream transactions in the web portal, but B2B and Excel upload are still supported.

The state transition permissions define customer and supplier's processing options and specify the object's behavior in the E2open system. The state transition permits two main activities:
· The specified actor can move the object from the start state to the end state.
· The actor can edit specified object fields as part of the movement process.

	If the current date time is after the discrete order request’s [last modified date + response tolerance (hours)]

	Triggered when the promise quantity on a discrete order promise schedule doesn't match
the request quantity on its request schedule.

	This alert is triggered when the invoice quantity on the referenced invoice doesn't match the request quantity on the request schedule.

	Order Received and Invoiced Quantity Mismatch Alert
	This alert is triggered when the invoice quantity doesn't match the receipt quantity.

	Over Invoice Alert
	This alert is triggered when the referenced invoice's quantity is more than the request schedule's request quantity.

	EDC Request Review Alert
	This alert is triggered when a discrete order schedule has EDC change suggestions that aren't published to the suppliers for response.

	EDC Pending Response Alert
	This alert is triggered as high severity when a discrete order schedule has EDC change requests published by the buyers, but the supplier hasn't responded.
