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The brief guide provides commonly used words and definitions from the Blue Origin Procure to Pay powered by Exostar’s Supply Chain Platform (SCP) application.
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Ad Hoc Model
E2open reporting model that is an extension of the data collected by the Supply Chain Process Manager (SCPM) application.

Ad Hoc Workbench
E2open standard product that allows the Customer to build custom reports based on the ad hoc model.

API
Application Program Interface; This is a collection of software routines, protocols, and tools which provide a programmer with all the building blocks for developing an application program for a specific platform (environment). An API also provides an interface that allows a program to communicate with other programs, running in the same environment.

ASN
Advance Shipment Notice; Also known simply as a "Shipment".

Assembly Bill of Materials
An Assembly BOM is similar to a Sales BOM in that the parent item is listed as a sales item and not an inventory item. However, a notable difference is that unlike the Sales BOM, only the finished product appears in the sales document; the children do not appear as sub items.

Attribute
Meta data that has been defined and is collected for a Collab, e.g., unit price, lead time. Attributes can be used for searching.

B2B
Business-to-business; Commercial transactions between businesses, e.g., customer and supplier. In the E2open context, it refers to the integration of business processes and data between trading partners using the E2open business network.




B2B Client
E2open’s B2B integration software that is available as a free download for installation on the Customer or Trading Partner's server. The B2B Client supports secure large file transfer in multiple message formats, e.g., RN, EDI X12, EDI EDIFACT, EDI-INT, XML, SOAP, flat file, CSV.

Bill of Material (BOM)
A listing of all the subassemblies, intermediates, parts, and raw materials that go into a parent assembly showing the quantity of each required to make an assembly. It is used in conjunction with the master production schedule to determine the items for which purchase requisitions and production orders must be released.

It is a list of all the materials needed to make one production run of a product, by a contract manufacturer, of piece parts/components for its customers. The bill of material may also be called the formula, recipe, or ingredients list in certain process industries.

BOM
See Bill of Material.

Business Object (BO)
General term to describe any kind of data which E2open maintains on behalf of the customer. SCPM business objects are order, invoice, receipt, ASN, PIT, collab, and dimension attribute.

Buy-side
The part of an organization that is responsible for “upstream” or “supply” management and procurement of materials from suppliers.
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Calendar View
A view that displays collaboration data on a timeline defined on a user-defined calendar.

Collab
Collaboration; Core building block of SCPM. The data exchange between a buyer and supplier for a specific item for delivery to a specific buyer site. Collabs support attributes that can be used for searching and data measures that extend collaboration.
A collaboration is unique combination of a:
· Customer
· Supplier
· Customer Item/Supplier Item
· Customer Site

Commit
Supplier's commit to the Customer's short- to medium-term requirements for items.

Configurable BOM
A Configurable BOM contains all the components required to design and manufacture material to a customer’s specific requirements. The cBOM is often used in industries that have highly configurable products such as job shops, heavy machinery and industrial machinery.

Consumption Forecast
Customer's demand requirements for Items over a period of time, typically short- to medium-term.

Customer
In SCPM, the organization that purchases goods from the supplier. “Customer” is used interchangeably with “buyer.”

Customer Site
Consumption Location or Distribution Center, e.g., Plant 1.

Customer User
The person in the purchasing organization that assists the customer in purchasing goods from the supplier. The user in this case could be a real person or a system like an ERP system where the purchase order is processed.



Data Measure
Data object that extends the collaboration process. Only PIT business objects have data measures.

Data Inbound
It is an interface, in which the data flows from an external system to the local system.

Data Outbound
It is an interface, in which the data flows from a local system to a remote system.

Direct Goods
Goods purchased by a company that are used as direct inputs in the production of a higher value good.

DO
Discrete Order.
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E2NA
E2open Network Adaptor Internal E2open name used mostly by R&D to refer to the E2open application that manages data transformation and interfaces between E2open software components. Also referred to as "Integration Platform" or "IP".

E2SC
E2open Supply Chain; Internal E2open name used mostly by R&D to refer to the E2open Supply Chain Process Manager application.

Engineering Bill of Materials (eBOM)
The engineering BOM (eBOM) is developed during the product design phase and is often based on Computer-Aided Design (CAD) or Electronic Design Automation (EDA) tools.

Evaluated Commit
Customer's opinion of the Suppliers commit capability to the current Forecast.

Finished Goods
Goods that have completed the manufacturing process but have not yet been sold or distributed to the end user.

Forecast
Planned sales volume; prediction of a customer’s demand.
FM
Forecast Module.

Generic Application Process (GAP)
The SCPM Generic Application Process (GAP) is a process for tailoring a deployed SCPM model. Hubs perform this tailoring to implement specific solutions.
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Indirect Goods
Goods purchased by a company but not directly used in the production of a higher value good.

Invoice
An itemized list of shipped goods, usually specifying the price and terms of sale.

Item
The item for which the sales forecast is published, e.g., Glass Part 123.

Item Collaboration
A collaboration that contains forecasting information about a [customer-supplier-customer item-supplier item-customer site] combination.

Item Mapping
The mapping between a customer item in a customer domain and a supplier item in a supplier domain.

JIT
Just in time. A business strategy for inventory management that reduces in-process inventory and associated carrying costs by monitoring signals that indicate when and how much inventory is required at points in the manufacturing process.

KPI
Key Performance Indicator; Key business statistics such as number of new orders, cash collection efficiency, and return on investment (ROI), which measure a firm's performance in critical areas. KPIs show the progress (or lack of it) toward realizing the firm's objectives or strategic plans by monitoring activities which (if not properly performed) would likely cause severe losses or outright failure.

Modeling
Modeling is the process of understanding the customer's business processes, understanding E2open's products, and constructing the logic and calculations which allow the customer to efficiently conduct their collaborative business activities using our products.

Manufacture
Entity that makes a good through a process involving raw materials, components, or assemblies, usually on a large scale with different operations divided among different workers.

Manufacturing Bill of Materials (mBOM)
The manufacturing BOM (mBOM) is employed when a business needs to show all the parts and assemblies required to build a finished product. Parts that require processing prior to assembly must also be included in the mBOM.

Master Data
Key business data about customers, products, suppliers, sites, etc.

MCV (Multi-collaboration View)
This term refers to a screen view in the SCPM UI, that enables the user to retrieve, view, and update data across collaborations for one or more customers, suppliers, sites, and items.

MPID (Market Place Identifier)
This is a unique number assigned to organizations with accounts in Exostar’s Managed Access Gateway (MAG). This ensures Suppliers are routed to correctly.

Multi-Level BOM
A multi-level BOM tends to be used for more complex constructions and thereby includes subassemblies, often broken down into further levels of subassemblies. In this document, each item number (either a raw material or labor) must associate with a parent item, except at the top-most level.

ODM
Original Design Manufacturer.

Order Collaboration (OC)
Also known as Order Execution (EXE) or Order Management (OM). Part of SCPM that handles Orders, ASNs, Receipts, Invoices, Pulls, etc.

PIT
Point in time; A value that represents a data measure at a specific point in time for a specific Collab.

PLM
Product Lifecycle Management; Tracking a specific product or service through the successive stages of its life cycle. The stages in the average product life cycle include development, introduction, growth, maturity and decline.

Procurement Collaboration (PC)
Also known as Forecast Management (FM). Part of SCPM that handles Forecasts, Collabs, etc.

Production BOM
A Production BOM often serves as the foundation for a production order. It lists the components and subassemblies that comprise a finished product, as well as prices, descriptions, quantities and associated units of measure. During the production process, physical components can be converted into actual finished products. With a fully automated BOM system, component needs, cost, and materials availability can be automatically added to work orders, thus ensuring that raw materials are properly allocated to products.

Purchase Order (PO)
The purchaser’s authorization that formalizes a purchase transaction with a supplier. Also called a PO. A purchase order should include in part: item name, part number, quantity, description, price, payment, and delivery information. Synonyms are discrete purchase order and discrete order. A purchase order has the following levels of information:
· The header includes information like PO number, customer name, and supplier name.
· Each PO can have multiple line items; one for each unique item. Line items include information like item name and price.
· Each line item can have multiple request schedules, known as PO schedules. This level includes information like request date, request quantity, and ship-to location.
· Each PO schedule can have multiple promise schedules. This level includes information like promise date, promise quantity, and ship-from location.

Sales BOM
Unlike other types of BOMs, a Sales BOM provides details of a finished product prior to its assembly during the sales phase. In a Sales BOM, both the finished product and the components appear as separate items in the sales order document.

SCPM
Supply Chain Process Manager; A set of workflows that enables roles in separate planning domains to jointly create supply chain management plans and to jointly execute against these plans. It enables companies to anticipate and respond to shifting market requirements and align operations across global supply networks. The official name of the product is Supply Chain Process Manager (SCPM).

Sell-side
The part of an organization that is responsible for “downstream” or “demand” management and selling of finished goods to customers.

Service BOM
The Service BOM (often developed by engineers during the design phase) typically includes a list of all the parts, installation steps and repair instructions that service technicians use when installing or servicing a product onsite at the customer’s place of business.

Single-Level BOM
A single-level BOM is typically used for products whose constructions are not complex and do not include subassemblies. Typically, this document contains a total count of all the parts used in the construction of a product and those parts are listed in part number order. The structure of this type of document only allows for one level of children in components, assemblies and material.

Site
A location to which a supplier ships an item.

SSP
Standard Solution Product; The base E2open software product that can be configured to meet the customer’s needs for their business solution.

State
The place in the life cycle where the purchase order (PO) or PO schedule resides.

Supplier
The entity that markets and sells items to customers. Synonym is "vendor".

Supply Allocation
The distribution of forecasted demand across multiple suppliers who are offering items with similar form, fit, and function.

Supply Chain
All the activities associated with the flow and transformation of goods from the raw materials stage, through to the end user, as well the associated information flows.”


Supply Chain Management
The integration of supply chain activities through improved supply chain relationships and technology, to achieve a sustainable competitive advantage.

Time Bucket
The system displays the daily or weekly time buckets across the top of the collab display.

Tolerance
The agreed-upon permissible deviation from the specified exception value.

Trading Partner
A business or entity on the E2open business network.

UOM
Unit of Measure; Standard unit or system of units by means of which a quantity is accounted for and expressed.

VMI
Vendor Managed Inventory; In a VMI business model, a Supplier takes full responsibility for maintaining an agreed inventory of material, usually at the Customer's consumption location.

Warehouse
It is a facility designed for temporary storage. Stored goods can include any raw materials, packing materials, spare parts, components, manufacturing and production.

Workflow
A collection of activities and events executed by systems and external agents participating in a business process.
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
